Booth, Allister (Canada – November 25 1973)

Head Coach

Allister began training as a gymnast at the age of five. Three years later, with his mother June Booth now acting as his coach, he entered his first competition.  Four years later, he moved from gymnastics to the sport of tumbling and trampoline. In 1992, Allister set the Canadian “degree of difficulty” record for power tumbling at the National Championships. He went on to compete as a member of the double-mini trampoline team that placed third at the 1992 World Championships.  

Allister joined Cirque du Soleil in 1993 as original cast member of the touring production Alegría. He was enrolled in the Mathematics and Physics department of British Columbia’s Simon Fraser University when he left to join Cirque du Soleil.

In 2001, Allister settled down in Las Vegas, when he joined the cast of “O” (performing at the Bellagio).  He was part of the Barge, Russian Swing and Flying Man acts, and also coached other artists, as he was “Flying Man Captain,” until his departure from “O” in December 2005.
In 2006 for a six month period Allister took a position in the rigging department with KÀ (performing at MGM Grand) before transitioning into a coaching role on the show for threes years. 

When the Creation Team of Viva Elvis (performed 2009-2012 at City Center) needed a coach specialist for three acts in creation Allister successfully took the challenge to later become the show’s Head Coach.
Looking for a new challenge, Allister joined the Quidam Team in September 2012 as Head Coach which allowed him to combine both his love of coaching and the thrilling feeling of being back on tour.
